and sgraffito will be explored. Intermediate and continuing clay students are also welcome.

Dinnerware- From the Potter's Wheel to the Table Robbie Lobell

This course invites advanced wheelforming students to address
issues of function and aesthetics through the making of dinnerware
sets. What is your concept of a set? What pieces make up that
set? How do function, form, and surface enter into our dialogue?
Through demonstrations and lively discussion, students will explore
their ideas for dinnerware. Each participant will design and begin a
dinnerware set, making at least one complete setting for a potluck
meal on our last evening of class. This class will also include loading and firing a kiln together, to complete
the entire experience.

What are they thinking at Seward Park? A life size class? They
must be crazy.

Students learn the fundamentals of
wheelthrowing, trimming, and glazing through frequent
demonstrations, individualized instruction, and lots of
practice. If you've always wanted to throw on the wheel
(or maybe you did it a million years ago in school), what
are you waiting for?

Glazing can be the most difficult, yet rewarding, part of the ceramic process. In this hands-on class, Chloe will
help students increase their success rate by exploring the raw materials used in glazes, application methods,
the effect of firing at various temperatures and atmospheres, clay bodies, and safety concerns. This will be an
ongoing class, in which all temperature ranges will be
discussed, in different quarters, although in these first
four classes, we will be mixing and testing in the low-
fire range. Students will be introduced to the testing
process by firing test tiles of the low-fire clay bodies
that we use here, then fire samples of glaze materials
at low temps, and finally each student will by given the
freedom to experiment and change a low-fire glaze.
This class could be taken in conjunction with another
class, since most of the class time will be used in lecture/discussion format.
